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Key points of address:

Under the leadership of Hon’ble Prime Minister
Shri Narendra Modi ji, the nation is advancing
on the path of development, and a new
dimension has been established in politics. The
tenure of the Bharatiya Janata Party under the
esteemed leadership of Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi is marked by numerous
accomplishments.

Infrastructure as an Enabler of Access

has been undertaken at an unprecedented scale.
Inclusive growth is being looked at as an integral
part of Bharat's progress. For instance, the
northeast has been a region where successive
Congress governments, right from the times of
Nehru, have harnessed the resources without
necessarily giving a proportionate benefit to the
people of the region. The resentment with the
exclusivist and alienating policies of the central
government under successive Congress regimes led
to the birth of various youth agitation movements
in the North-East, such as the All Assam Students'
Union, the All Bodo Students' Union and the Naga
Students' Federation. Some of these had members
who went on to form insurgent groups, such as the
ULFA in Assam.

The story is rapidly changing now. Prime Minister
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Narendra Modi's recent unveiling of development
projects worth 17,500 crore in Assam in 2024
emphasizes the government's dedication to
improving the region's infrastructure and economy.
These initiatives cover various sectors, including
healthcare, oil and gas, railways, and housing,
showcasing a multifaceted approach to regional
development. Besides the North-East, the
government's focus on enhanced access for tourism
in the Himalayan states has been noteworthy, such
as with the Kiratpur to Nerchowk four-lane section
of the NH-21 that falls on the Chandigarh-Manali
stretch. There has been stellar work undertaken
under the leadership of Shri Nitin Gadkari (Union
Minister for Road Transport and Highways) in
roadways across the country, including in Jammu
and Kashmir, for which he recently announced
allocation of %2,093.92 crore for widening two
National Highways and a ropeway.

Railways, too, have found a new role as the
proverbial thread to sew together disparate corners
of the nation. Under the Modi government, railways
infrastructure  is  being  restructured and
re-envisioned to secure a robust arterial mode of
exchange of people and goods. Recently, the Prime
Minister inaugurated around 2,000 railway
infrastructure projects that encompass the
revamping of stations, construction of underpasses
and over-bridges, as well as establishing trusted
modes of assessment and repair of tracks worth
¥41,000 crore across India.

Today, the most remote parts of the country are
being included on the literal as well as proverbial
map of Bharat, as a nation and as a truth. Even in
densely populated states such as Uttar Pradesh,
even a decade back, the environment was not
conducive  to infrastructure development,
investments, and jobs. But now that has changed,
not only with the surge in spiritual and eco-tourism
but also in areas critical for sustainable
development like renewable energy and sustainable
food processing techniques, as seen in the recent
inauguration of over 14,000 projects worth 10 lakh
crore in Uttar Pradesh.

Even with the electrification of railway routes
Raninagar Jalpaiguri-Haldibari, Siliguri-Aluabari



section via Bagdogra, Eklakhi-Balurghat,
Siliguri-Sivok-Alipurduar Junction-Samuktala
section and Barsoi-Radhikapur sections in northern
Bengal (in a significant ¥4500 crore infrastructure
push in the state of West Bengal) is also directed at
promoting sustainable development and access for
the people of Poshchimbongo as well as the
North-East.

Uniformity and Dharmic Outlook

In recent decades, Bharat's “unity in diversity' had
been fast going from the underlying premise of the
nation to a misnomer for safekeeping regressive
practices under the garb of secularism. Tolerance is
an important aspect of any humanitarian or social
model. However, tolerance towards the parochial is
worse than intolerance. Under the Modi
government, there has been a movement towards
truly secularising Bharat and not appeasing any
cross-section of society to receive validation points
and kudos from international commentators.

The first hit against exclusivism and parochialism by
the Modi government was over Triple Talag in 2019.
Triple Talag was the absurd way in which a male
could divorce his wife by simply saying ‘Talaq' thrice
- in some cases, even over WhatsApp text! After the
Supreme Court of India ruled against the practice,
the Indian parliament declared it illegal and
unconstitutional, thereby showing the new-found
conviction of the Bharatiya leadership to stand up
against regressive other-ing of a woman often
based on the whims and fancies of her usually
estranged husband.

The Citizenship Amendment Act (CAA) was another
landmark policy that was promulgated to safeguard
the interests of the minorities who are persecuted
in  Pakistan, Bangladesh and Afghanistan.
Historically, all these lands had been part of the
Bharatiya civilizational fold. We hear of the Puranic
tales of Gandhara, Matsya, and Madra kingdoms in
current-day Pakistan and Afghanistan, as well as
those from Anga and Vanga, which comprise lands
that today fall in Bangladesh. Over time, violent
exclusivism, brought to these lands on the tip of a
sword, led to instances of dehumanization or
conversion of large sections of the population in
these lands. After centuries, Bharat has taken a

The other major step that the Uttarakhand BJP
government has taken, and to which end there has
been significant discussion and movements within
the national circles, as well, is that of the Uniform
Civil Code.

The framers of our constitution had envisioned a
system of checks and balances for all three organs
of the state. Unfortunately, the judiciary has
become an opaque institution, with judges
appointing judges, a huge pendency of cases and a
19th-century judicial apparatus clearly unequipped
to face cases in the 21st century. In no other nation
in the free world do judges appoint judges. The
higher judiciary today is an ivory tower bereft of
reservations and equal representation from weaker
sections of society, including women. The striking
down of the farsighted National Judicial
Appointments Committee has seriously
compromised the effectiveness and efficiency of
the higher judiciary. A new set of judicial reforms is
a pressing need of the hour.
